The Chair reported that the Communities and Local Government had recently 
written to him advising which Councils bidding for unitary status had been 
shortlisted to go forward for stakeholder consultation and sought views from 
the Authority by 22nd June 2007 on the County Council's and Borough 
Council's proposals. Members considered that to have an informed debate 
they required more detail about the proposals and agreed that a special 
meeting of the Authority needed to be convened to discuss the issues in more 
detail.

Members were advised that a recent Internal Audit report had recommended 
that each Committee should have sufficient Members on it to avoid meetings 
not being quorate and it was intended that each Committee would have a 
membership of 8. This had not proved to be possible for all the Committees 
and further volunteers were sought to serve on those Committees that had not 
reached the proposed membership level. In addition to this the Clerk to the 
Authority proposed and Members agreed that the Chair and Vice Chair of the 
Authority be ex officio Members on each of these Committees which would 
allow them to be voting Members when in attendance. Mr Saleem had not had 
the opportunity to select the Committees and Panels that he wished to serve 
on and would advise the Members Services Support Manager in due course. 

The appointment of Chairs to the Authority's Committees and Panels was also 
considered. It was noted that at this stage an appointment of a Chair to the 
Race Diversity and Equality Advisory Panel would be deferred pending the 
outcome of the recommendation of the Race, Diversity and Equality Advisory 
Panel in relation to the future role of the Panel.
